It is so good to hear  that you will celebrate the Children’s Day. There are many ways to celebrate the Children's Day. Elementary and secondary school students in each school prepare for this holiday for two months. On the day of this holiday, the students do their traditional dances with music in a big field. Some of them do gymnastics or karate, and some of them march in uniform saluting the people like soldiers. They try to make people have a good time.
 

Some people celebrate this holiday by watching TV. On that day, we can watch all the children from different countries. They represent their countries by singing and dancing their dances. During their stay in Turkey, the foreign children are housed in Turkish homes and find an important opportunity to interact with the Turkish kids and learn about each other's countries and cultures
 

Schools participate in week-long ceremonies marked by performances in all fields in large stadiums watched by the entire nation. Among the activities on this day, the children send their representatives to replace state officials and high ranking bureaucrats in their offices. The President, the Prime Minister, the Cabinet Ministers, provincial governors all turn over their positions to children's representatives. These children, in turn, sign executive orders relating to educational and environmental policies. On this day, the children also replace the parliamentarians in the Grand National Assembly and hold a special session to discuss matters concerning children's issues. 

However these activities take place in the big cities. Since we are in a village we are going to celebrate the day in the school. We have bedected all classes with flags, flowers, pictures,and some other ornaments. We have prepared a programme which includes performing tradional dances, reading poems, playing games, singing in chorus, and listening to the guitar recital.
 

Normally, the students wear costumes but our students don't have buying power. So they can't afford the costumes. We don't eat special foods in the Children’s Day. We are going to give gifts to winners in competitions and hardworking students in the school.

 

We play enjoyable games. For instance, students get into jug bags and then they try to walk. The person who comes to the finish line first wins.

 

The students put a spoon in their mouths. There is an egg on the spoon. The competitors  try to walk without dropping the egg.

 

We put yoghurt in bowls.There is a gold in the bowls. The students try to find out the gold in the bowls without using their hands. They use their mouths.

 

We take two students and we tie their eyes with a piece of cloth. We give two bowls of yoghurt and want them to feed each other.

 

Besides we have a parade march. The band take the salute of the protocol ( the band salute lieutenant colonel and garrison commander here) .
